Get Involved: Burnley Domestic Abuse Forum is a multi-agency group aimed at sharing information about the work being done to tackle domestic abuse in Burnley. Next Burnley DA Forum Meeting: 14th September 2010, 12.15 pm - 2pm, Burnley Town Hall, (buffet lunch available from 11.45am)

Domestic Abuse Perpetrator Treatment Programme
It is widely recognised that in order to effectively tackle the existence of domestic violence within our community we need to target the perpetrators.  Burnley has recently received funding from the Lancashire Partnership Against Crime (LANPAC) to provide a Domestic Abuse Perpetrator Treatment Programme for men living in Burnley & East Lancashire.  The programme is designed to be a 25 session Cognitive Behavioural Therapy (CBT) based programme, which was developed and will be delivered by the Consultant Chartered Forensic Psychologist at Forepsych Ltd.  The programme is aimed at supporting the work of the Public Protection Unit, reducing offending and repeat victimisation and increasing the safety of vulnerable members of the community and their children. The programme has been designed to integrate with existing services, and will work in association with local Domestic Abuse support services, to ensure a separate and confidential support service for the partners and ex-partners of the men on the programme.  A progress update will be provided in the next DA Newsletter.                         

June 2010 - the first Lancashire Safeguarding Children Board newsletter was published, focusing on Serious Case Review findings.  Out of the 9 Serious Case Reviews completed, two thirds involved the death of a child, whilst one third related to a life-threatening incident where there had been issues about inter-agency working. 

The findings show that the issues that were most prevalent in families that were the subject of Serious Case Reviews in Lancashire were alcohol abuse and domestic abuse, along with mental health and in most of the SCR's, there was more than one issue present, and alcohol abuse, domestic abuse and mental illness were often found together.
Updates about Serious Case Reviews are to be published quarterly.

During this years Community Safety Partnership World Cup DV Campaign, SafeNet DV Helpline saw an increase in referrals, with June seeing a 32% increase in contacts in comparison to May. Police call outs to DV incidents in June did not see any significant increase.  This rise in calls to SafeNet may have been a result of the awareness raising work carried out during the campaign, encouraging victims to seek help sooner, and reducing the need for crisis interventions by other services such as the Police.
